COURSE OBJECTIVES:

In Spanish 1102 we will cover chapter 9-16 of ¿Cómo se dice . . . ? The main objective is to develop skills in the four components of a language- listening, speaking, reading and writing. Through study and practice your ability to communicate in Spanish will develop along with your knowledge of vocabulary and grammatical structures. Given the limitations to learn a second language in a classroom setting your MUST be motivated to work and study independently and on a daily basis outside of the classroom. This includes interaction with media that provides input or exposure to the Spanish language (eg. TV, newspapers, Internet, radio, etc.)

OVERVIEW:

Lessons 9-16 will be studied in the text. In addition, your learning will be enhanced through readings, projects and activities. Lessons 9-12 will be studied in the second trimester and lessons 13-16 in the third trimester.

CLASS REQUIREMENTS:

1) Attendance: The Blackfoot High School attendance policy will be followed. Students are responsible for preparing all assignments at home.

2) Language Lab: A minimum of sixteen hours of lab work is required.  As a class we will go to the computer lab on a regular basis and your hours will logged. If you miss the scheduled times you will be required to schedule an after-school session. You should do the listening for each lesson until you have mastered the exercises. This practice and review are particularly important to enhance your learning.
3) Laboratory Activities: Listening activities will be completed throughout the chapter. Some at the beginning, others, after grammar concepts, and some at the end. Laboratory activities will be done in class unless an outside means is established. Should and outside means of completing listening activities be established, students will be required to complete listening activities outside of class.

COMPOSITIONS and DICTATION:

Since writing is an important part of the process of mastering the more complex structures of a language, you will write a short composition for each lesson on a variety of topics. May of the composition topics will be indicated in the Vamos a escribir section of the text. These will increase in length and complexity as the year progresses. You should proofread carefully what you have written before handing it in. Once your composition has been returned, study the corrections carefully. Composition must be typed and double-spaced. Due dates and topics will be announced in class. Late compositions will not be accepted. At the end of each lesson you will take dictation. Current and past vocabulary will be used. Spelling and correct accent use will be assessed.

Grading is standardized for SPAN 1102:

General criteria for evaluation of course performance and grading scale for compositions:

A (100-92): Demonstrates superiority: Few significant errors in grammar. Strong command of Spanish syntax. Superior command of vocabulary. Appropriateness and ease of expression. Clearly developed ideas.

B (82-87): Demonstrates competence: Occasional significant errors in grammar, particularly in complex structures. Generally correct Spanish syntax. Good use of vocabulary. Communication not greatly hampered by interference from English. Well articulated ideas.

C (72-77): Suggests competence: Significant errors in grammar although simple structures tend to be correct. Basic grasp of Spanish syntax. Adequate vocabulary. Communication may suffer from interference from English. Coherent ideas.

D (62-67): Suggests incompetence: Frequent errors of basic grammar. Weak control of Spanish syntax. Limited vocabulary. Communication impeded by inadequate vocabulary or interference from English. Poorly expressed ideas.

F (59-under): Demonstrates incompetence: Persistent serious errors in structure and vocabulary lead to almost total incomprehensibility. Overwhelming interference from English. Inability to communicate ideas.

TESTING:

Exams and quizzes: There will be an exam following the completion of each lesson. There will be eight exams total, four in part A and four in part B. Exams and quizzes make up 40% of your overall grade. To do well in this course it is imperative that you prepare well for exams and quizzes.  There will be two take-home exams and two in-class exams. Once your corrected exam has been returned to you, evaluate it. You may re-do any grammar, vocabulary or culture section where you missed 50% or more of the answers for half credit if correct. You have two days from the day you receive your graded exam to complete any corrections. Let the teacher know and make arrangements as soon as possible. 
There will be a comprehensive written exam on the scheduled end-of-year trimester exam day as well as occasional quizzes throughout the course.
ORAL EXAM/INTERVIEW:
Oral exams and interviews will be conducted two times per trimester, one around mid-term and the other toward the end of the trimester. You will be provided a simple study guide to prepare for the oral exams. A schedule of exam times will be assigned one week prior to the exam. It is important to keep your scheduled appointment; you will only be allowed one re-schedule. This will be an important opportunity for you to demonstrate your speaking and comprehension abilities.

SPEAKING: It is strongly recommended that you speak in the target language (Spanish) on a daily basis. The more you speak the easier it will become and your speaking abilities will improve significantly. Speaking is 10% of your overall grade. You will have the opportunity to earn 30 points a week. It is required to speak only in Spanish Tuesday-Thursday, although it is strongly recommend that you speak in the target language on a daily basis. You will automatically start with 10 points each day. Should you speak in English you will lose one point per occurrence. If you remain silent and do not speak at all, the most points you can earn will be 7. 
LATE WORK: Allowing students to continually turn in work late is a damaging habit that does not prepare students for post-secondary education; it is in fact a disservice to the academic growth and responsibility of the student, therefore late work will not be accepted. The trimester schedule gives students the dates for all lessons and due dates for all exams, packets, and most projects and other pertinent assignments. Lesson packets will not be accepted late; please turn in assigned work prior to your absence. The Lección schedule will give the student the daily lesson assignments for each chapter. Based on the chapter schedule students will know the exact due date for all assignments. The only instance an assignment due date will be extended is if the student is absent on the day it is assigned. On-line quizzes cannot be made up after the closing date.
CURRENT EVENTS: Current events are a means by which students can become educated citizens of the Spanish-speaking world around them, additionally providing the student with global awareness of countries where Spanish is spoken. Each student will present 2 current events relating to countries where Spanish is spoken.
